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    SEARCH TIPS  
When using parametric searching, many text search programs provide better results when names 
are begun and ended with wild cards (e.g., “*”). However, in NIST MS Search, this approach will 
not work.  
 
While every effort has been made to include a broad spectrum of compounds, when trying to 
match an unknown against the database, bear in mind that some unknowns, especially new 
variants of designer drugs and steroids established after publication may only be available in our 
specialized collections. 
 
NIST MS Search: Calculated RI values are added under a built-in data field, which show up in the 
hit list under RI and in the record pane under Experimental RI median±deviation. Please note that 
these are not experimental RI values. Additionally, for n-alkanes, theoretical RI values were used 
rather than calculated ones. The RI values can be used to improving search results by navigating 
to Options > Library Search Options and selecting the Use Retention Indices option under the RI 
tab. Similarly, the Sequential Search method can be used to narrow your search by tags within 
the Comment field, such as classification. (See screenshots to the right.)  

 
 
 
Agilent ChemStation/MassHunter: In this software, the User Index field is populated with 
calculated Kovats retention indices.  
 
 
Shimadzu GCMSsolution: In this software, the W12main library is broken up into 3 parts, 
W12MAIN1, W12MAIN2, and W12MAIN3. 
 
 
PerkinElmer Turbomass/Waters MassLynx: In this software, the Value 2 field is populated with 
calculated Kovats retention indices.

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    CAS RN FIELD  
Some mass spectrometry software programs rely on a field labeled "CAS-RN" to link spectral 
records  with corresponding structure record. As many of the compounds found within the Wiley 
Registry and other libraries do not have an assigned CAS-RN, this engineering decision would 
result in those spectra not being linked to their unique structure. To solve this problem, Wiley has 
created unique identifiers for the sole purpose of linking the spectrum and its structure 
using this field. To differentiate these numbers from actual CAS-RNs, each is either a 9-digit 
number prefixed by 999 or a 10-digit number prefixed by 2000, for Agilent 
ChemStation/MassHunter and PerkinElmer TurboMass/Waters MassLynx respectively.  
 
Please note that 9 or 10-digit IDs prefixed with the numbers 999 and 2000 respectively do 
not in any way represent CAS Registry Numbers, nor are they used for anything other than 
referring to the structure record in the separate structure database as a workaround to 
accommodate engineering decisions made by other software publishers.
